DEFINITIONS:  Applicable at all DECA conferences. 
 
CASUAL ATTIRE 
 

Men: Slacks, cords, knee-length walking shorts, sport shirts, denim shirts and DECA t-
shirts and sweatshirts.  NO DENIM JEANS (except where noted), overalls, shorts, 
sweatpants, lycra or spandex stretch pants/shorts or head wear. 

 
       Women:   Slacks, skirts, blouses, sports shirts, denim shirts, knee-length walking shorts, and 

DECA t-shirts and sweatshirts.  NO DENIM JEANS (except where noted), overalls, 
shorts, halter tops, sweatpants, sweat suits, lycra or spandex stretch pants/shorts 
or head wear. 

 
 
BUSINESS ATTIRE 
 
 Men: Dress slacks, dress shirt, dress shoes and socks, sweater and/or sport coat.  (Tie is  

 recommended.)  A dress suit or DECA blazer is also appropriate. 
  
        Women:  Dress slacks, dress, coordinated shirt/blouse, hose, dress shoes.  A dress suit or a  

   DECA blazer is also appropriate.
